Chase’s Story 

Chase Biskup was diagnosed 

with Sturge-Weber Syndrome 

at 1 week of age. Sturge-

Weber Syndrome is a rare, 

congenital condition consist-

ing of a port wine stain, sei-

zures and glaucoma.   
Although not all symptoms 

have to be present for SWS, 

Chase does have all the  
symptoms.  At 3 months of age, Chase had his 

first seizure.  After several hospitalizations and 

medication management, Chase’s seizures are 

well controlled.  At 9 months of age, Chase began 

receiving laser therapy treatments for the port 

wine stain that covers about three quarters of his 

face and scalp.  After 3 painless treatments, with 

many more to go, his port wine stain is gradually 

fading.  As for the third and last primary  
symptom, glaucoma was evident from birth.  We 

knew something was up with his eyes because we 

could not determine a difference between Chase’s 
iris and pupil.  His eyes were gray and cloudy.  At 

about 2 months of age, Chase underwent eye  
surgery to place drainage implants in both eyes to 

relieve the fluid and pressure.  Within a week  
after the surgery, his beautiful big blue eyes were 

visible.  With the eye pressure back to normal 

and a thorough eye exam under anesthesia, the 

doctor noticed both of Chase’s retinas were  
detached.  Shortly thereafter, he underwent 10 

straight days of radiation, in hopes of eliminating 

the fluid that caused the detachment.  By the 

time Chase was 1 year old, both retinas were 

100% reattached and he began wearing glasses 

for nearsightedness.  With Chase’s physical and  
developmental delay, it is difficult to determine 

exactly what he is seeing.  At 21 months of age, 

Chase is continuing to progress in all areas  
including visually with the support and help of 

mom, dad, and his two big brothers.  To hear 

more about Chase’s story, please visit his 

FirstGiving Page at www.firstgiving.com/

chasebiskup.
